Originally designed 
as the Game Creek Club, a private dining club, Game Creek Restaurant opened to the public 
for dinner service two years later.  The Club and Restaurant are the crowning vision of Pete 

Seibert, one of the founders of Vail Mountain.  Following his time spent in Europe with the 10th 
Mountain Division, Pete returned to Vail Mountain and worked with the co-founders to develop 

the ski area.  As a part of his vision for the resort, Pete wanted to establish a restaurant that 
emulated the European chalets found at ski areas in the Alps.  Game Creek Restaurant is still 

known as Game Creek Club in the winter months, when the restaurant is open for lunch 
exclusively for club members.  We are happy to continue offering dinner to the public throughout
